Music influences different people in different ways:
· What type of music influences you the most? 
· What musical bands (singers) have had the greatest impact on you? Why?
· How is the music of your generation different from the music your parents listened to?

It’s a fact that music can’t but influence a lot of people. And it is common knowledge that people are affected by music not in the same way because they listen to different music. 

Very often people want to copy their favourite performers. The first influence you can notice in clothes. Those who like R&B tend to wear big jerseys (['ʤɜ:zɪ] свитер, футболка, майка) or fitted caps; the followers of pop music  enjoy wearing shell toe sneakers and dress of  light colours. People who listen to alternative music like Papa Roach and Slipknot tend to wear big baggy pants and baby pins on their bags with very colourful hair. Another way people let music affect them is the language or slang they use. Thirdly people become influenced by their music is what seems to interest them.

Teens of my age are mostly into hip-hop, pop, rock music, R&B and what not. But as for me I am fond of rock music. 
I enjoy rock because it revolves ([rɪ'vɔlv] вращаться) around the guitar and it is my favourite instrument.  What is more, I find this music 
relaxing. It can calm me down (успокоить меня). I want to underline that I like rock because of the variable vocal range and the themes. And frankly speaking rock makes me a hyper (энергичный человек) and fills me with energy.


It is necessary to mention that rock is a combination of the rhythm, instruments, vocals, and attitude. All these elements create the rock music that all people love. But I have come to the conclusion that for true fans, rock music is in the musicians. It isn't in the way a musician plays but in the way a musician lives and breathes.


Certainly I can name some singers and bands which have had the greatest influence on me. Among them there are the names of Elvis Presley and the Beatles. These rock musicians will be admired for ever. But I admire modern rock performers too, such as Adam Lambert, Brian Setzer, Chris Daughtry, rock bands Loverboy, Sum 41 and Weezer. What can evoke ([ɪ'vəuk] пробуждать) their admiration?  Without doubt, in the first place is their talent but, of course, it is also their charisma ([kə'rɪzmə], личное обаяние) and their devotion to rock.

Now I would like to speculate on the question if the music of our generation is different from the music our parents listened to. For example, our parents used to listen to folk music, classical rock or opera. Now, things are very different because our generation enjoys club music. Why has the music changed so much? It has happened because our generation is very dynamic and the technology has progressed a lot. 50 years ago, people used to compose music by musical instruments, using only natural sounds. Today, our composers use computers and a lot of things like that to make their music sound well. Actually I think the old generation is very unsatisfied because the old kinds of music are very soothing (['su:ðɪŋ] успокоительный) compared with the musical styles now. So, our parents don’t understand why we love this dynamic music. We don’t understand their preferences either because we live in a different way. 

I am happy that my parents approve of my tastes in music. Though they prefer listening to classical and "bard music", they think that, on the whole, modern music is not too bad. My parents agree that each generation has its own tastes.

I want to finish my story with the words said by John Ruskin, a leading English art critic, “Music when healthy, is the teacher of perfect order, and when depraved ([dɪ'preɪvd] испорченный; развращённый), the teacher of perfect disorder”. So, my advice is “Choose your music carefully”.
